	Point and Sandwick Development Trust  
·  Need evidence of community consultation to support their application for funding for wind turbines.  It has been agreed to hold a Community Discussion evening on Thursday 7th May at 7.00pm in Ionad Stoodie, hosted by the Community Council.  Calum MacDonald will update those present on wind power progress and Jane Macintosh will lead a consultation tool kit.  Publicity will be led by Calum MacDonald and Donald John MacSween.  It was agreed that the Community Council will pay for the hire of the hall and for refreshments.

· Similar consultations will be done with Youth Groups and Senior Citizen’s Groups.

· It was agreed that funding is available to support the necessary preparatory work for this evening from Point Power, Ward Initiative Funds and the Community Council.

Future of Education on Point 
The Community Council has received a letter from Angus Campbell, Leader of the Council indicating that any savings accrued from the early closure of Bayble Secondary School would benefit Bayble School and go towards enhancing community facilities, such as a synthetic pitch.  The Community Council are encouraged to hear this and would hope that the Comhairle will be able to proceed with the planned new school in Point, including community facilities, in line with the Leader’s aspirations.

Aignish Cemetery 
The Community Council has been asked to help re-erect some old grave stones in Aignish Cemetery; we are waiting for word from the Cemetery Committee.

Sheshader Play Park 
Some equipment has been condemned and the play park is closed until it is made safe.  The Village Amenities Association is aiming to replace broken equipment.  Tony Robson is drawing up a plan and they will be looking for financial assistance.  

Bayble Pier Project 
Waiting for further work to be done.

Garrabost Play Park 
Work is underway.

Knock Hall 
They no longer want a play area; there are other plans for the area.
