4. Youth Sub-Committee

5. Archaeology Sub-Committee   

· Proposals for archaeological investigation of Eilean na Mairbh also to include topographical survey of Eilean a’ Chàise, within existing budget proposals.

· Chair reported that Stornoway Trust have confirmed to Norman Macleod that Eilean na Mairbh is under the jurisdiction of the Trust, and that there would be no problem proceeding with the investigation. Norman Macleod to obtain written confirmation from the Trust concerning both islands.
· After a site visit, Deborah Anderson, the new CNES archaeologist, has agreed to become a partner in the Eilean na Mairbh project, but details are awaited about the level of participation that she can offer. Carol Knott to progress this with her.
· Mark Elliott is still on sick leave from Museum nan Eilean, and no further response has been received from his line managers about his proposed participation. Cllr Donald Nicholson to speak to Trish Botten, and invite her to a site visit with the Chair and Alec John Murray. 
· Cllr Donald Nicholson to approach BBC Alba.
